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AreYou Drifting?

If you have ever had the opportunity to view the cockpit of an aircraft, certainly
you were impressed with the number of gauges positioned in the instrument panels. As
overwhelming as they may seem, each gauge has a purpose and provides valuable
information, and the trained pilot is able to detect danger by viewing these gauges. His
speed, altitude, and many other critical pieces of information are readily available to him.
Of particular interest is his ability to maintain his desired course, in spite of limited
visibility, because there are gauges that indicate when the aircraft is drifting. Of course,
we have all seen that in dire circumstances these gauges can malfunction and become
useless.

We live in an out of control world replete with dire circumstances. Yet, we
Christians are expected to maintain our constant course and avoid drifting. We can find
great confidence in knowing that the instrumentation provided us by God, His Holy
Word, will not malfunction even in dire and out of control circumstances. Still, as is the
case with the aircraft pilot, the gauges are useless unless we are alerted by them and heed
their warnings. For the Christian, what gauges are there that warn us when we are
drifting? Brother Gus Nichols noted the following:

1. One is drifting if he is beginning to neglect the assembly of the saints

2. You are drifting if you are losing interest in study of the word (1 Peter 2:2; Psalm
119:97).

3. You are drifting if you are doing less and less work in the church (1 Corinthians
15:58; Ephesians 2:10).

4. You are drifting if you are giving a smaller percentage of income and making
fewer sacrifices for the Lord’s work (Romans 12:1; 2 Samuel 24:24; 1
Corinthians 16:1-3; Proverbs 3:9,10).

5. You are drifting if you are either ceasing to pray, or losing interest in prayer
(James 5:16; Luke 22:42; Hebrews 5:7; Matthew 7:11; 1 Thessalonians 5:17).

These are not the only indicators of a drifting Christian; however, if one is not
willing to take note of these indicators, one is not likely to be awakened by others.

When you look at the instrument panel, the Bible, what indications do you see?
Are you drifting? If so, the circumstances are dire, and you will soon be out of control.
Return to your course now before it is too late.
